The KS4 uniform consists of:

« Plain black or navy socks.

« Belts must be leather with a plain
buckle.

« Coats are not permitted to be worn
inside the college building.
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A full PE kit must be worn by all Y10-Y13 students when

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Sixth Form

A casual dress code is permitted in
the sixth form.
